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POLICY: 

It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care & Adoption Program that foster/adoptive parents inform the Community Care Services’ staff if any of the following situations occur as soon as possible:

PROCEDURE:

1.
You have a question about a case that needs an immediate answer, especially if the client’s behavior could escalate if you are uncertain or vague.

2.
You have a question about a client’s medication.

3.
A child’s behavior is showing signs of deterioration that you feel could become out of control.

4.
Any actual threats or ideation that a child could harm self or others.

5.
A child runs away or stays out overnight without permission.

6.
A child is late in returning home at the expected time.

7.
A serious injury or illness involving medical treatment of a child.

8.
When a child has been subjected to alleged abuse or neglect, or reports that he/she has been the alleged victim of assault or other physical or sexual abuse.

9.
Removal, or attempts at removal, of the child from the home by any person or agency other than Community Care Services.

10.
Any fire or other emergency requiring overnight evacuation of the premises.

11.
Any exclusion of a child from school or involvement with police.

13.
The death of a child.
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
