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POLICY: 
It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care & Adoption Program that the following procedure be adhered to.

PROCEDURE: 

1. All foster/adoptive parents must undergo a CORI/BCI during the initial homefinding process and during their yearly evaluation. The CORI/BCI will include the foster parent and all household members fourteen and older.

2. The results of the CORI/BCI will be kept on file in the Foster/Adoptive Parent’s chart.

3. A CORI/BCI with criminal activities may result in a mandatory disqualification as deemed by the Department of Social Services in Massachusetts and The Department of Child Youth and Families in Rhode Island.

Visiting Resources:
Foster/Adoptive Parents should submit additional names for a completed CORI/BCI under the following circumstances:

1. All adults left by the foster parent in a caretaking role. An example of this might be an adult who assists the foster parent in providing transportation for the foster/adoptive child to events or watches the foster/adoptive child for the foster/adoptive parent.

2. Foster/adoptive Parents may request CORI’s on friends and friend’s parents of their foster/adoptvie child. Foster/adoptive Parents are responsible for knowing the whereabouts of their foster/adotpive child and for ensuring that they are with individuals who are safe and appropriate. When making these decisions, Foster/adotpive Parents should exhaust all options such as meeting with the child’s friends and speaking with the friend’s parents. If a Foster/adoptive Parent is unfamiliar with a particular friend or their family, then the Foster Parent should request that a CORI be completed before the foster/adotpvie child spend any unsupervised time with this individual. (In Rhode Island, a BCI can only be completed for individuals nineteen and older). As always, open communication between foster parent and foster care clinician should be used in making these decisions. 

3. If a foster child is court involved (ie: DYS, CHINS or criminal charges) then CORI’s must be completed on all individuals with whom the child is requesting unsupervised time with.
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
