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POLICY: 

It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care & Adoption Program

that foster/adoptive parent notify their assigned Foster Parent Supervisor immediately when:

1. A household member moves in or out of the foster/adoptive home.

2. A household member has an encounter with the legal system.

3. A household member has a 51A/CANTS filed.

4. When a serious social or emotional problem arises.

PROCEDURE:

1. Foster Parent Supervisors will complete an updated home study for every change in the foster home to include all household members.  

* It should be noted that if a person visits the foster home frequently, a CORI/BCI should be

completed.
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
