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POLICY: 

It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care & Adoption program that all foster parents be required to receive twenty hours of training relevant to working with children and adolescents.  

PROCEDURE:

1. The training schedule will run from January 1st to December 31st of each year. 

2. Community Care Services will provide twenty hours of training for foster parents.  (However, foster parents are not limited to attending these trainings.  If a foster parent wishes to attend outside training, they must get approval from their Foster Parent Supervisor to ensure the topic is relevant and must provide Community Care Services with a signed copy of the training certificate for their file.)

3. Foster parents are also required to attend 4 Large Groups each year. Foster parents may attend any 4 that are at any of the four office sites. Large Group is held four times per year at each office site from 6:00-8:00pm.  Refer to the Foster Parent Calendar for specific dates and locations.  

4. Large Group training hours will be counted toward foster parents’ required twenty hours. Babysitting is available at all Large Groups.

5. Failure to comply with the twenty hours of yearly training will result in a decrease in pay.
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
