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POLICY: 

It is the policy of the Department of Social Services and the Intensive Foster Care  program that an individual will not be able to apply to be a foster/adoptive parent if he/she maintains any animal on the premises of the foster/adoptive home that poses a danger to a foster/adoptive child . 

PROCEDURE:

1. Any dog maintained on the premises of the foster home must have up-to-date vaccinations and rabies shots.

2. No children under the age of 12 will be placed in a home where a Rotweiller, Pit Bull, or German Shepherd dog, or a mixture of these breeds, is on the premises of a foster home, unless the Department of Social Services, after review, determines that such a placement is in the best interest of the child. 
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
