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POLICY: It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care/Adoption program that Foster/Adoptive Parents adhere to the following procedure regarding foster children and prison contact:

PROCEDURE:

1. Clinicians must be notified before any written, telephone, or direct contact is made with a friend or relative in prison.

2. Contact with inmates, particularly dating relationships, will be discouraged, and in the majority of cases, will not be permitted. 

3. When court-ordered to visit a parent in prison, DSS worker, etc., will accompany the foster/adoptive child to prison.

4. Visits will be closely supervised and monitored.

5. After the prison visit the foster/adoptive child will be monitored for changes in behavior and mood.

6. Clinicians will advocate discontinuing visits if they are not in the child’s best interest.
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
