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POLICY: It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care program that when a child exhibits signs of being suicidal, unsafe or depressed, the foster/adoptive parent must notify Community Care Services immediately.

PROCEDURE:

During office hours the Foster Care Clinician must be notified. If he/she is not available, the on-call supervisor must be notified. They are available by beeper at all times. After working hours the crisis clinician must be notified.

The Foster/adoptive parent should not make the decision whether a child is suicidal or not. The Foster/adoptive parent must notify Community Care Services and follow the clinician’s instructions.
