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POLICY: It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care/Adoption program that Foster/Adoptive Parents adhere to the following procedures regarding swimming:

PROCEDURE:

1. If a foster/adoptive child swims at the beach or public pool, a lifeguard will be present. The foster/adoptive child will adhere to all rules.

2. If a private pool is utilized, the foster/adoptive parent or a responsible adult CPR certified and approved by Community Care Services will be present.

3. All pools in Foster/Adoptive Parent’s homes will meet Massachusetts/Rhode Island safety standards (i.e. : fence, safety ladder, etc.).

4. The Clinician will be notified to assess risk factors if a child has a history of self-abusive behavior, suicidal behaviors, etc.

5. A Foster/Adoptive Parent should always supervise pool/swimming activities.
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
