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POLICY: It is the policy of the Department of Early Education and Care and the Intensive Foster Care & Adoption Program that Foster Parents adhere to the following procedure regarding an unplanned discharge of a foster/adoptive child in their home:
PROCEDURE:

1. No child will be discharged to any person, including biological parents, without the consent of a Community Care Services’ staff member.

2. Children will not be discharged to anyone without DYS/DSS/DMH/DCYF/other contract’s approval.

3. Community Care Services’ Foster Care Program is strongly committed to providing stable placements for children and minimizing moves that are not to permanent settings. We work diligently to ensure that there is a reduction in the number of moves within our own Intensive Foster Care Program. Foster/Adoptive Parents must contact the foster care clinician regarding any potential change of placement for the child in their home. A meeting with the Program, funding source and Lead agency will be held to determine appropriateness of placement.
