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POLICY: It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care/Adoption Program that all foster/adoptive children will be supervised by an appropriate adult at all times.

PROCEDURE:

1. The primary or secondary foster/adoptive parent will be available to supervise each foster/adoptive child with the exception of structured settings such as school, camp, etc.

2. If there is a 15 minute to an hour time frame of leaving a child alone, it should be approved by the appropriate Department Social Worker and the foster care/adoption clinician and put in writing.

3. Anyone UNDER THE AGE OF 18, including biological children/siblings of foster/adoptive parents, is not an appropriate caretaker for a foster/adoptive child.
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
