POLICY: It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care Program that a foster/adoptive Parent will adhere to the following procedures regarding foster/adoptive children riding mopeds, four wheelers, wave runners, and jet skis.

PROCEDURE:
1. A foster/adoptive parent will notify Community Care Services prior to a child’s use of this equipment. A Program Clinician will assess the risk factors for each child.

2. The equipment must be in excellent condition.

3. There must be adult supervision while the foster child operates the equipment.

4. All laws regarding the equipment will be addressed and adhered to.

5. All appropriate safety gear must be worn when operating the equipment.

6. Community Care Services and the funding source agency reserve the right to restrict/prohibit the use of this equipment.
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
