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POLICY: It is the policy of the Office of Child Care Services and Intensive Foster Care /Adoption program policy that Foster/Adotpive Parents adhere to the following procedure regarding weapons in their home:

PROCEDURE:

1. Foster/adoptive parents must report all weapons in their possession during the Homefinding process or when purchased.

2. Foster/adoptive parents will follow OCCS guidelines for storage of weapons. Weapons must be kept in a private locked location unknown to the children in the home. The location must be locked with a combination lock. Weapons should not be showcased in a glass gun case. Ammunition will be stored separately (preferably not in the home) and locked.

3. Immediate action will be taken if weapons are not locked or reported.

4. Permits must be shown to the Homefinder and/or Foster Parent Supervisor immediately upon purchase of a weapon. A copy will be kept in the Foster/Adoptive Parent file.
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
