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POLICY: It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care program that foster/adoptive children adhere to the following procedures regarding weapons:

PROCEDURE:

1. Foster/adoptive children will not carry, purchase, or possess any weapons (i.e. : guns, knives, fireworks, etc.) including homemade weapons or any other item that has been used or is intended to be used as a weapon.

2. If a weapon is found, the police will be called and the local police department will confiscate the weapon. The child’s room will be searched. Fireworks are illegal in Massachusetts, can be used as a weapon, and also will not be allowed. 

3. Foster/adoptive children who threaten any other person with a weapon will be brought to the police department and criminal charges will be filed.

4. The confiscation and use of weapons will be reported immediately to the clinician or on-call clinician.

5. The Clinical Supervisor and Program Director will assess the safety of the foster child returning to the program. A decision will be made before the child returns.
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
