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POLICY: 

It is the policy of the Intensive Foster Care/Adoption Program that foster/adoptive parents adhere to the following procedure when installing video-monitoring devices in their home for the purposes of child supervision. The rational for this is to: 

Ensure the children’s privacy, safety and trust.   

Protect the foster/adoptive parents from allegations of violating children and their rights. 

PROCEDURE:

1. Foster/adoptive parents must notify the foster care program prior to installing a video - monitoring device in their home.

2. The monitor and the camera (s) must be placed in open areas of the home and cannot be placed in bedrooms or bathrooms.

3. The foster/adotpive children must be made aware of the presence and whereabouts of the monitor and camera.

4. Once the device is installed it should be approved by a foster/adoptive parent supervisor prior to use and documented in the foster/adoptive parent chart.
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
